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Abstract Authors are required to adhere to the following guidelines when preparing their contributions.

1. Typing Area

Papers must be written in English. Use paper size of A4. Margins should be 5cm top and bottom, 4cm left and right. Use one column format. Use Arial throughout with 10 point justified text, 10 point bold headings and 10 point bold sub-headings. All text should be single-spaced, with double spacing between paragraphs. 
2. Typographical Style and Layout
The main title must be in 14 point, bold, centred at the start of the paper. This should be followed by the names and affiliations of the authors in 10 points.

At least one contact email address should be given. Leave one blank line between the title, the authors and affiliations address. Do not end a page with a heading or sub-heading and avoid starting a page with an incomplete line. There is no need to include page numbers or running heads; this will be done at our end.
3. Abstract

An abstract of 100-200 words in 9 point should be provided.

4. Diagrams and figure

Where possible, enclose diagrams and figure at appropriate points in the main text, rather than appending them at the end of the paper.

5. References

References should be numbered using conventional scheme, or Harvard method is acceptable.
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
